Under the Co-operative’s By-Law 4.10, every member shall keep the Secretary informed of any change
in his address. Therefore, if you have shifted to a new home and have yet to update the Co-operative on
your new address, we would very much appreciate your help in notifying us on this matter.

Updating us with your latest address would facilitate our work in sending you your Dividend Voucher,
half-yearly Newsletters, Statement of Accounts and other *nancial statements.

If you do not want correspondences from the Co-operative to be sent to your residential address, you can
provide us with a “Mailing Address” in writing to inform us of your wish.

Updating of Residential Address

To update the Co-operative on your new address, you will just need to produce a photocopy of your NRIC
with the new address or a letter/bill addressed to you at your new address
from an organization like Power Supply or Town Council. You may either:

» visit the Co-operative’s ofece with a photocopy of your NRIC/letter/bill
addressed to you at your new address; or

» fax a copy of your NRIC/letter/bill addressed to you at your new address
to the Co-operative and instruct the Co-operative in writing to effect the
change in your residential address; or

* scan and email a copy of your NRIC/letter/bill addressed to you at your
new address to the Co-operative and instruct the Co-operative to effect the
change in your residential address; or

« mail a photocopy of your NRIC/letter/bill addressed to you at your new

address to the Co-operative and instruct the Co-operative in writing to
effect the change in your residential address

What are the types of membership available?

The types of membership offered are Ordinary Membership and Associate Membership.

Who can become a member of the Singapore Police Co-operative Society?

For Ordinary Membership, 1) all employees under the Ministry of Home Affairs, including civilian staff, 2)
Certis CISCO & its group of companies,3) AETOS & its group of companies,4) organizations which have the
Society’s representative on the Board of Directors, 5) employees from the Corrupt Practices Investigation
Bureau, 6) employees from the Casino Regulatory Authority and 7) employees from the Attorney-General’s
Chambers.

For existing members who are leaving the force, you can continue your membership with the Co-operative as
Associate Members (Af'liate). Associate Membership (Af'liate) is also open to of'cers from the Voluntary
Special Constabulary (VSC), and teachers or other personnel related to the National Police Cadet Corps
(NPCCQ).

For members who are retiring, you can continue your membership with the Co-operative as Associate
Members (Retiree).

NSmen with the Singapore Police Force may also apply as Associate Members (NSmen).

What are the Obligatory Dues required from a New Member?

When a new applicant signs up for membership with the Co-operative, he/she will be required to purchase
150 Singapore Police Co-operative Shares at a par value of $1 per share. This $150 is a one-time payment
and is fully refundable to the member should he/she leave the Co-operative. There will also be a one-time
Entrance Fee of $10 for an Ordinary Member and $20 for an Associate Member.

Members will also have to contribute monthly to the Subscription Savings Account. This is a compulsory
savings scheme requiring members to contribute at least $40 monthly into this account. For Ordinary
Members, this monthly sum will be deducted directly from their salaries while Associate Members will have
their deducted via GIRO.

What are the bene!ts a member can enjoy?

Members can enjoy an array of bene"ts from the Co-operative which include high savings rates, low loan
rates, free "nancial services, free newsletters, sponsorship of division’s functions as well as many well-
being programmes such as Free Movie Screening, Retirement Party and Family Day.

* Any document(s) to support the loan (e.g. marriage documents, bank statements, renovation quotations)

Can a member take up a loan exceeding his eligibility?

If a member needs a loan exceeding his loan quantum eligibility, a higher loan quantum may be granted on
a case-by-case basis and guarantor(s) will be required.

Are there any upfront deductions?

The upfront deductions include the Administrative Levy and Insurance Premium. The Insurance Premium
Rates are dependent on the repayment period. 2 months instalments (principal + interest) will also be
deducted upfront.
